TX1020608A-UN: Flowmeter Winch Leakage Test Components

LEGEND:

1 - Adapter Fitting (2 used)

2 - JT07156 Flowmeter

3 - Hose Clamp (3 used)

4 - Plastic Hose

5 - Transmission Fill Tube

Connect clear plastic hose (8) to JT07156 Flow Meter (2) using barbed fitting and hose clamp (3). Install

a second length of clear plastic hose (4), approximately 30 cm (12 in.) long, on the other side of the

flowmeter using another barbed fitting and hose clamp (3).

6. Insert end of hose (4) into transmission fill tube (5).

7.  CAUTION:

Winch drum will rotate during POWER IN position test.

NOTE:

Leakage rate for BRAKE ON function may be too small to measure with flow meter. It

may be necessary to measure leakage for BRAKE ON function by placing hose (4) into

a container and using a stopwatch to determine leakage.

Run test at specification.

Item Measurement Specification

Hydraulic Oil Temperature 43—55°C

110—130°F

Engine Speed 2000 rpm

Allow some time for the flow of oil to stabilize from drain line before measuring leakage.
